Plenary Talk 1
Strategies for Higher Proficiency in CFL Reading

Liwei Gao, Defense Language Institute
Abstract

Achieving a high level of reading proficiency in Chinese as a foreign language entails not only the mastery of the language per se but also, among others, knowledge of the Chinese culture and society. In this talk, various pathways are discussed, which covers the topics of vocabulary, grammar, information and discourse structure, and culture. In passing, the roles of extensive reading and content-based instruction (CBI) in helping students reach higher proficiency will be addressed as well.

Plenary Talk 2

EdTPA and Teaching Chinese in Secondary Schools
Yang Xiao-Desai, San Francisco State University
Abstract
Seen by many as the Bar exam for teaching, EdTPA is a performance-based, subject-specific assessment and support system to prepare and certify new teachers by complementing subject-area assessments with a rigorous process. Currently, the assessment system has been integrated into more than 600 teacher preparation programs in over 40 states to support and to certify student teachers. This one-hour workshop provides an in-depth understanding to edTPA for world language teacher candidates, including its construction, requirements, as well as submitting and scoring processes. Participants will learn through hands-on activities how Chinese language teacher candidates are evaluated in this assessment and how to prepare a successful edTPA portfolio. The workshop will also touch upon the challenges, issues, and concerns raised over implementing edTPA as a state requirement for teacher licensure. 

Presenter Bio
Yang Xiao-Desai is an Assistant Professor of Chinese linguistics and pedagogy at San Francisco State University. She received her Ph. D. from the University of Hawaiʻi at Mānoa. From 2012 to 2014, she held a position as an Assistant Professor of Chinese and a consulting faculty member of linguistics at the University of South Carolina. Prior to that, she taught in UC Davis, Middlebury College, and Xiamen University. 

Dr. Xiao-Desai is broadly interested in Chinese linguistics, second language acquisition, and heritage language education. She has published on top journals in both the U.S. and China, including Modern Language Journal, Heritage Language Journal, 世界漢語教學, etc. She is a co-editor of book titled Explorations in Teaching Chinese as a Second Language: A Celebration of Professor Tao-chung Yao’s Retirement (forthcoming by Cheng & Tsui Publishing). Dr. Xiao-Desai has been invited to give research seminars and teacher training workshops in numerous American and Chinese universities. She served as manuscript reviewer for highly regarded academic journals, such as Language Learning and Technology, Heritage Language Journal, Modern Language Journal, International Journal of Bilingual Education and Bilingualism, and Journal of Identity, Language, and Education. She also reviewed abstracts for the American Association of Applied Linguistics (AAAL), Second Language Research Forum (SLRF), as well as North American Conference on Chinese Linguistics (NACCL). 
Dr. Xiao-Desai’s expertise includes language program development and curriculum design. She has developed and taught both undergraduate and graduate courses such as Language Testing and Assessment in Teaching Chinese as a Second/Foreign Language, Curriculum and Instruction, and Teaching Foreign Languages in Secondary Schools. Dr. Xiao-Desai served as a scorer of the Performance Assessment for California Teachers (PACT), before the implementation of EdTPA in the state. Currently she is the curriculum consultant for Chinese Flagship Program and K-12 Linkage Program.
